There's Still Time to Participate in the 2010 US Census
In March 2010, more than 130 million addresses will receive a 2010 Census form by mail or hand delivery. The 2010 Census will document the changes in our nation since the last census in 2000. Census data affect how federal funding is distributed to tribal, state and local governments, and will frame the future of our country and our community for the next 10 years.  About $85 million is saved for every one percent increase in mail participation. Census workers will visit households that do not return forms to take the count in person. 
What you should know about the 2010 Census: 

It's easy. One of the shortest census forms in history, the 2010 Census form asks 10 questions and takes about 10 minutes to complete. The individual in whose name the housing unit is rented or owned should complete the form on behalf of every person living there, both relatives and nonrelatives. 

It's important. Census data are used to reapportion seats in Congress and ensure proper district representation in state and local governments. Information from the census helps determine locations for child-care and senior centers, new roads, hospitals, schools and community centers. 

It's safe. By law, the U.S. Census Bureau cannot share respondents' answers with anyone, including other federal agencies and law enforcement entities. All Census Bureau employees take an oath of nondisclosure and are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to five years, or both. The most efficient way to respond to the 2010 Census is to complete the form as soon as it arrives and return it in the postage-paid return envelope.

Many US Kids Have Chronic Health Problems
More than a quarter of American children have a chronic health condition such as obesity or asthma, but many children overcome these problems with time, U.S. researchers said. They said the findings make clear that chronic health conditions are rising among children, and access to healthcare is essential to diagnose and treat them. 

 
"A lot of kids will have chronic conditions over the course of their childhood," said Dr. Jeanne Van Cleave of Massachusetts General Hospital for Children in Boston, who worked on the study published in the Journal of the American Medical Association.

Medicaid Enrollment Rises 
The recession has fueled the greatest influx of Americans onto Medicaid since the earliest days of the public insurance program for the poor, according to new findings that show caseloads have surged in every state. More than 3 million people joined Medicaid in the year that ended in June, the data released Thursday show. That pushed enrollment to a record 46.8 million, exacerbating the financial strains on already burdened states and complicating the federal politics of health care.

US Teen Pregnancy and Birth Rates
Teen birth rate is the number of births per 1,000 girls aged 15-19 years old. Teen pregnancy rate is calculated in a number of ways including the number of teen births and abortions for 1,000 teens aged 15-19 years old. This combined number does not include miscarriages for fetal death in which a birth certificate is not required by law.
